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Desert Locust Situation

The Desert Locust situation continues to remain
calm during July 2018. Desert locust was not present
during survey operations conducted in Regions of
the Sultanate (North and South Al Batinah,
Musandam, Al Bureimi, Al Dhahirah and Dhofar).
There was no report indicating presence of locust in
the other part of the Sultanate.

According to the warning level of FAO/DLIS, the
Desert Locust situation is in "Calm" level (Green
color).

Ecology

The survey operations have showed that the soil
moisture was dry in most surveyed locations due to
the increase in temperature and decrease in rainfall in
the Desert Locust breeding areas with start of
greening of vegetation in Dhofar Governorate
(Thamreat) as a result of heavy rainfall that fell at the
end of May because of tropical cyclone (Mekunu).

Forecasting:

No significant developments are likely to occur
during the forecasting period in other
Governorates due to increase the temperature and
dry soil moisture in the Desert Locust breeding
areas.

However, small breeding may have occurred in
Dhofar and Al wasta Governorates, due to the
heavy rains in the last May that have led to start
of vegetation greening in Dhofar.

All efforts should continue to monitor the locust
situation carefully on a regular basis.
