Desert Locust Situation

At the end of this month, the DL numbers decreased gradually in the Governorates due to the extensive control
operations that have conducted during the last period. The control teams are still continuing their works in controlling
DL hoppers and adults groups. The survey and control operations that have conducted in this month as follow:

Al Batinah Governorate:

Limited control operations have conducted against some spots of DL groups which have appeared as a result of DL
local breeding in the governorate. The survey operations are still continuing to be sure that the governorate is totally
free from any DL groups

Al Dhahira and Al Buraimi Governorates:

In the first decade of this month, most DL hoppers have fledged to immature DL some of DL were able to form several
groups with various density , because the vegetation started drying in the plains and valleys, these DL groups attacked
some farms so extensive control operations have conducted. On 22 May the control operations stopped temporarily
against DL groups.The survey operations are still continuing to be sure that the governorate is totally free from any DL
groups

Al Sharqyiah Governorate:
The control operations have conducted against several DL hoppers and adult groups. The control operations are still
continuing against these groups.

Al Dakhyliah Governorate:

Some DL groups are appeared on some locations in the governorate expected they were coming from Al Dhahira
governorate, because of the quick movement of DL, no control operations have undertaken. The survey operations are
still continuing to confirm that the governorate are DL free.

Musandam Governorate:

In the last decade of this month, some crossing DL swarms and groups have reached to the governorate. It is expected
that they are coming from the desert area located at the border between Oman and UAE. No control operations have
conducted due to the quick movement of the DL. Survey operations are still continuing

Other Governorates:
According to the survey operations that have conducted during this month, no DL has seen in the surveyed locations.
No reports have indicating that the presence of DL in other governorates

Warning Level:
According to the warning level issued from the FAO, the DL situation in Oman is "calm" which represented by green
color

summer breeding areas between India-Pakistan border due to the unfavorable ecological condition in the Sultanate, no
important developments are expected during the forecasting period.
