overview

The general situation of the Desert Locust in the King-
dom is calm and this is the usual case during the sum-
mer period due to the unfavorable conditions for locust
activity. The case of. preparedness remains for any
sudden change in the status of the Desert Locust,
especially in the south-west coast areas, which receives
good rains, that allows for local Desert Locust activity,
or groups and small swarms invading from Yemen as

they moving west towards their coast.
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Low to moderate rain has been recorded in the areas in south of
Saudi Arabia in Jizan, Asir and Najran to the southeastern region
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Weather and ecological conditions in July 2020

Drought conditions prevailing the breeding areas
in the interior and northern regions With the.
exception of the southwestern coast, between
Makkah and Jazan, it receives good rain that are
falling with medium to heavy amounts Including
the plains bordering the mountains
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Desert locust status July 2020

After the good control of the adult groups and
small swarms in the southwest in Asir and
Najran regions, the status of desert locust is
now calm in the Kingdom, with the end of
breeding and drought condition.seasons and
there is no current activity.

Control operations treated 440 Ha during July.
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Analysis and forecasting

If the good rains continue in the southern coast of the Kingdom, this will allow conditions to improve and help in
the appearance and activity of the desert locust, especially between Al-Qunfudh and Jazan, also it is expected that
groups and small swarms coming from Yemen to invade the provinces of South Jizan
